• Self-referral. Family can go in person, with their ID and Notice of Assessment to show 
that they qualify for the program (There are no guarantees they will be accepted). 
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• If they have a worker, the family can submit their application online. They complete the 
first part, save it and it sends a link to their email address, which they can share with 
their worker.  The worker then, confirms they have seen proof of income and ID and 
explains their role.
